A. Chairman Tom Gulley called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.

B. Minutes - A motion was made by Carvel Cheves to approve the minutes nom March 19,2009.
Charles Mitchell seconded the motion. Motion carried.

C. Treasurer's Report - District account balance is $2502.18. Eight checks were written and one deposit
was made since the March meeting. The County Budget expenditures since March total $178,155.96.
There is an unencumbered balance of$67,152.04. Treasurer's report was accepted with no changes or
corrections.

D. SDeciai Guest - Wyatt McGhee showed a power point presentation concerning Senate Bill 641, Litter
Reduction Act of 2009. Mr. McGhee reported that the best features nom bottle bills of eleven states
were used to draft the bill for North Carolina. He went on to explain features of the bill and how it would
work in North Carolina. Mr. McGhee explained that the bill is not a tax but will fully fund itself. He
distributed a fact sheet whichincIudes contact information for the twenty nine Senators on the
Commerce Committee. He also distributed a sheet that summarizes the information nom the Solid
Waste Task Force website that can be accessed at www.nclitterreductionact.com. Chairman Gulley
stated that the bottom line for Soil & Water Districts is the reduction of plastic bottles in streams and
waterways and encouraged the Board's support of Senate Bill 641.

E. NC At!Cost Share ReDort-Charles Bass reported that on May 1 all unspent Cost Share funds will be
taken back by the state. We currently have $908 left in drought funds that needs to be spent. Four
Requests for Payment were presented. Carvel Cheves motioned to approve payment on #35-08-09-13
($15,484) after it meets NRCS approval. Elmo May seconded the motion and the motion passed.
Carvel Cheves motioned to approve #35-09-06-13 ($2808 partial payment). Charles Mitchell seconded
the motion and the motion passed. Shirley Pendergrass motioned to approve #35-09-206-13 ($10,890).
Carvel Cheves seconded and the motion passed. Shirley Pendergrass motioned to approve #35-09-
214-13 ($8413). Charles Mitchell seconded and the motion passed. Charles Bass presented four new
contracts for approval. The Board did not approve #35-09-10-13 ($3000) until the landowner signs the
paperwork. Carvel Cheves motioned to approve #35-09-215-13 ($4925). Elmo May seconded the
motion and the motion passed. Carvel Cheves motioned to approve #35-09-216-13 ($25,000). Shirley
Pendergrass seconded the motion and the motion passed. Carvel Cheves motioned to approve #35-09-
217-13 ($3000). Charles Mitchell seconded and the motion passed. Charles arranged with the Board to
conduct Spot Checks on Tuesday, May 19. The Board decided to change the May meeting to that date
as well. Brian Short eXplainedthe hold up on contract #35-08-09-13 was due to a special exemption
